We want to ensure that our children use the internet properly and positively when at home. In school, the internet is restricted and closely monitored and many sites are blocked. We talk to children about internet safety regularly and feel that it is important that this message is reinforced at home. 

In particular, we are asking that you support us by ensuring that your child: 

- Does not use the internet (on a phone or on the computer) unless properly supervised by parents. 

- Follows the rules outlined below when using the internet at home: 

- Always respect everyone online. 

- Never accept ‘friend’ requests from strangers or people parents would not approve of. 

- Never post/share inappropriate images of yourself/others. 

- Never share screenshot conversations or images of others without consent. 

- Never lie or make hurtful comments online. 

- Never create fake accounts to cause distress to others. 

- Never access sites that parents would not approve. 

- Don’t overuse the internet - agree suitable times with parents. 

- Always report abuse or inappropriate images to parents.
